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COLLECTIONS AND LOANS POLICY
The policy below is to be applied by the relevant Committee when determining an offer of item(s) to the KTC collection and the loan of item(s) to organisations:

Collections

1. All offers of items to the KTC collection will be considered on a case by case basis by the relevant Committee with regard to the current collection and the relevance to Kendal (eg. by a Kendal artist and/or of a Kendal scene/important person and/or a significant link with the town). 
2. KTC reserve the right to accept or decline any offer.

3. KTC reserve the right to decide where and when any such item accepted will be displayed.

4. KTC reserve the right to decide if any item be loaned to any organisation (as per the loan policy detailed below).

5. KTC reserve the right to dispose of any item at any time if deemed necessary by the relevant Committee. Disposal can include the transfer of items to another organisation for reasons of care, access or context. In such circumstances, the disposal would be in the public interest.

Loans
1. The loan of any item will be considered on a case by case basis by the relevant Committee with regard to the value and heritage of the item requested, to whom the loan is to be made and the length of time.
2. KTC reserve the right to accept or decline any loan request.
3. All insurance, transportation and appropriate security is to be met by the party requesting the loan. Evidence of insurance must be provided.
4. Delivery arrangements to be by mutual consent.

5. Credit is to be given to KTC.

6. All relevant documentation is to be completed by both parties.

7. The KTC loans log book is to be completed to record when the item left KTC and when it was returned.
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
